Athletic Eligibility & College Credit Plus

Dear Parent/Guardian and Student - Athlete,

To be eligible to participate in high school interscholastic athletics, students are required to meet the following standards established by the Ohio High School Athletic Association. 

· During the preceding grading period, the student must receive passing grades in a minimum of 5 classes, or the equivalent, which count toward graduation. To maintain eligibility, students taking College Credit Plus (CCP) classes are required to be enrolled in at least 5 classes per semester. CCP students will receive the final course grades at the end of the college fall and college spring semester. They will not receive quarterly grades from the college. Therefore, it is the responsibility of the student - athlete to notify the post-secondary institution/professor their need to provide grades or a progress report at the end of each high school grading period (quarters). CCP grades/progress reports should be submitted to the student office for Mr. Coxon, Athletic Director. 

· For eligibility, summer school grades earned may not be used to substitute for failing grades from the last grading period of the school year. In addition summer school classes may not be used to make up for a lack of classes in the previous grading period.
· In addition, eligible student selecting to participate in CCP must be certain that:

 1.) The faculty members at the post-secondary institution understand that they will need to provide grades or a progress report at the time when the high school’s grading period is over (for a total of four times per year).

 2.) The student-athlete is taking enough post-secondary course work exclusively or between the postsecondary institution and the high school combined to be equivalent to five one-credit courses.

· Calculating equivalency of credits in the postsecondary institution is conducted in the same manner as in the high school, based on the Carnegie unit. College courses for which three or more semester hours of credit are earned shall be awarded one Carnegie unit. Fractional Carnegie units will be awarded proportionately.
