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Dear CCP Student,

This is a reminder to all students who take CCP courses off campus. There are specific reminders for seniors and underclassman. 
12th grade

Seniors are responsible for sending their official college transcript from their CCP college(s) to the college they plan to attend in the fall. This should be done at the end of the spring semester when all grades are entered. Students can request an official transcript by logging into their college account or by contacting the college registrar office. Students WILL NOT get credit for completed CCP courses without completing this step.

 9-11th grade

Students who plan to continue in the CCP program next school year must fill out the attached “Letter of Intent” form and submit it to the guidance office no later than April 1, 2016. This form is MANDATORY to participate in the program next year.

Students who wish to attend a different CCP college next year may do so by completing the CCP application for that college and submitting qualifying scores. LCCC accepts COMPASS, ACT and SAT. Tri-C accepts Accuplacer for Writing and COMPASS for Math, ACT or SAT. Four year colleges and universities will require qualifying ACT or SAT scores. Compass testing will be offered at OFHS for LCCC courses only. On Friday, February 12th and Wednesday, February 24th. Students may sign up for testing in the guidance office if they wish to improve on their scores. Retesting is not mandatory. 
During the high school scheduling window, please create a high school schedule in PowerSchool as if you would be attending the high school fulltime. The colleges will start registering during the month of April. The last day to have a high school counselor sign your authorization to attend form is May 27th. Counselors will adjust you high school schedule based on your CCP courses. Please plan accordingly. 

** New ** Students are allowed to take summer classes through CCP. The 30 credit per year limit remains the same for the entire school year (summer, fall, spring). Summer college courses may start prior to the end of the high school, school year. Please plan accordingly. The last day to have a high school counselor sign your authorization to attend form is May 27th.
