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Kyle Stoffer, ’01, earned honors as an outstanding wrestler during his career at OFHS.  He was a three-year letterman from 1999 – 2001 and was a three-time Southwest Conference Champion. Never having lost a match in the conference, he compiled a career record of 122 wins and only 8 losses.  Kyle was Ohio’s first State champion of the new millennium, winning the title in 2000, a season in which he went 39-0.  He also reached All-Ohio two other times, placing 5th and 3rd. Kyle went on to wrestle for Central Michigan University, where he earned three letters, was a MAC Champion, NCAA Division I National Qualifier, and was selected MAC Freshman of the Year in 2003.  He earned a Bachelor’s Degree in corporate finance and is employed by Eaton Corporation as a Financial Controller.  Kyle currently resides in Broadview Hts. with his wife Amanda and daughter Shelby.





Ron Molosky, ’61, was a three-sport athlete at OFHS.  He lettered in football, wrestling, and track and received a total of seven varsity letters.  Ron played defensive cornerback on the Bulldog 1959-1960 undefeated football team.  In his senior year he was selected all-conference Cleveland Press All-Star and also received honorable mention as a National High School Prep All-American by The Sporting News.  Ron ran 1,052 yards, a modern school record, in eight games and was first in the Southwestern Conference and sixth in the district in scoring.  In wrestling his senior year, he placed second in the SWC championship tournament.  In track he qualified for several state relay events and placed 1st in the 880-relay (Class A) in 1959-60.  In addition, he set a school record in the quarter mile and one-mile relay at the Cleveland indoor arena.  After graduation Ron served in the USAF and worked for NASA, retiring after 43 years of service.  He currently resides in Berea, Ohio, with his wife Kaye, ’63, and has two children and 2 grandchildren.





John Storey, ’97, was an outstanding three-sport athlete at OFHS, excelling in both football and basketball.  In football he was an all-conference and all-district quarterback and an all-Southwest Conference and all-Ohio point guard.  John played on four conference championship teams, three district title squads, and the first two playoff qualifiers in school history.  As a senior and captain of the football and basketball teams, both finished ranked in the AP Top 10 in Ohio, and both set or equaled school records for victories in a season.  The 23-2 mark in basketball remains the standard.  The Class of 1997 was a class of champions, that never lost a home game, and John was proud to be a leader and key part of their success and those classes that followed.  





Abby Jaroscak Latra, ’98, started her athletic career at a very young age, participating in gymnastics and soccer, and in middle school began cheerleading, basketball, and track, which she continued throughout high school in all twelve athletic seasons.  Captain for all three sports, she earned nine varsity letters and continues to hold school records for track in the 100-meter, 200-meter, and as anchor for the 800-meter relay team.  Abby was undefeated in the 100-meter, only lost one race in four years in the 200-meter, and earned the SWC MVP honor her sophomore year.  She was a Division 1 District and Regional champion in the 100-meter and the first girl in OFHS history to score points at the State level in Division 1, where she placed fourth in the 100-meter her senior year.  She continued her education at Central Michigan University on a track scholarship and graduated in 2003 with a bachelor’s degree in Business Administration and a minor in Sports Management.  Currently she is a Director of Operations for Quicken Loans and resides in Farmington Hills, Michigan, with her husband Nick, and daughter Aubrey and son William.





Michael Gansey, ’01, played four years of varsity basketball for OFHS.  During his career he set and still maintains the school career scoring record at 1,909 points.  His teams won four straight Southwest Conference titles as well as two district championships.  He was named SWC MVP three years, All-District player four times, and earned All-State honors three times.  As a senior and team captain he was District Player of the Year, Ohio Division II Player of the Year, and runner-up for Ohio’s Mr. Basketball.  He continued his athletic career at Saint Bonaventure University and then transferred to West Virginia University.  At WVU he was 1st team All-Big East selection as well as a finalist for the John Wooden, James Naismith and Oscar Robertson awards.  His teams advanced to an Elite Eight and Sweet Sixteen in consecutive years.  He was also a gold medalist for the USA National Team in the World University Games in Izmir, Turkey.  After college Mike has continued to play professional basketball in the NBA D-League and overseas in Italy, Germany, and Spain.  





George Fischer, ’71, was the most diversified trackman that Olmsted Falls has ever produced.  His specialty was the pole vault.  He registered the best jump as a freshman in the history of the school with a leap of 12’0” and first broke the school record as a sophomore.  By his senior year he had set a school and Southwest Conference record that would last for 27 years with a jump of 14’5”.  Twice he was a SWC, District and Sectional champion.  At the state level he placed 8th his junior year, and 6th his senior year, winning the State of Ohio Classic Track Meet as a senior.  George holds the individual point record, scoring over 200 points in a season by combining his pole vault performances with 1st or 2nd place finishes in the high jump, long jump, and low hurdles.  He was a 3-year letterman and the team’s MVP his senior year.  While attending Baldwin Wallace college, he suffered a career-ending ankle injury his sophomore year.  George and his high-school sweetheart, Ellen (Richards), ’73, live in Avon, Ohio, and have three children and 3 grandchildren.  
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
